Recall Procedure for Agencies
Purpose:
To ensure that recalled product is identified and quarantined as soon as possible to avoid Food Borne Illness
Scope:
This procedure applies to active agencies/partners of the FBSB who are associated with the distribution of food.

Instructions:

1. Follow State or local health department requirements.

2. Regularly review the recall website or the Partner Services Portion of Foodbank website for the most current and detailed recall notices. The Foodbank will also send recall notices relevant to food typically in stock

3. Review carefully the food recall notice and specific instructions that have been identified in the notice (i.e. lot number, consume by date/production date, and required disposal method).

4. Communicate the food recall notice to all clients that may have been affected.  Some food may have been received from alternate sources or as salvage items from the Foodbank.
5. Immediately isolate the recalled product using the following steps and closely follow any instructions provided by the recall notice:

· Physically separate the product, including any open containers, leftover product, and food items.
· If an item is suspected to contain the recalled product, but label information is not available, follow the recall notice instructions for disposal or quarantine.

6. Follow directions on how to record/dispose/return recalled product from by State Agency or Manufacturer.
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
